Clearly, the Microsoft Case will be a portion of the paper, but there is a great deal more
that must be covered. The other topics will include the various mergers in the defence,
telecommunications, and media industries.

In all, T plan to show that the record was mixed; it being likely that the over-emphasis on
the Microsoft case may have allowed some mergers to have escaped the scrutiny that

otherwise might have been merited.
