Opening Day will mark Patrick Anderson’s head
coaching debut. Anderson, who served as
Hofstra’s assistant coach from 1998-01, is the 13th
head coach in the program's 71-year history.

Anderson spent the last eight seasons as a minor
league hitting and catching instructor with the
Kansas City Royals. He is assisted by John Russo
and Marshall Canosa, who are both in their first
seasons at Hofstra. Assistant coach Bobby Cruz is
back for his third season with the Pride.

Preseason Voting

Hofstra returns 19 letterwinners from the previous
season, including its three .300 hitters and top
three pitchers in regards to ERA. The Pride was
selected to finish eleventh in the Colonial Athletic
Association (CAA) preseason coach’s poll. James
Madison University, which captured the 2008
CAA title, was picked first by the league’s head
baseball coaches to repeat.

A challenging seven-game road trip marks the
opening fortnight of the Pride’s season. The
Pride opens with four-game set against 2008
College World Series qualifier Florida State
followed by a three-game set at North Carolina
State. Hofstra’s home opener is a scheduled
doubleheader against Dartmouth on Saturday,
March 7, at University Field.



Moving Forward:

The Pride won 19 games in the 2008 season,
falling just one victory shy of reaching the 20-win
mark for the fourth consecutive year. Entering the
2009 campaign, first-year head coach Patrick
Anderson will try to reverse the Pride’s fortunes
after the team posted a 19-36 ledger last year.

A Call to Arms:

The staff’s three top pitchers in terms of earned
run average will return to fortify the rotation’s
depth.

Highlighting the returnees is projected Opening
Day starter Brody Fontaine. The senior lead the
staff with a 6-6 record, striking out 42 batters
against 18 walks in 61 innings in 2008.

Back for more:

Junior right-hander Rob Kumbatovic joins
Fontaine as one of seven pitchers to return from
the 2008 squad. Kumbatovic led the Pride with 54
strikeouts last season. Scott A’Hara, Anthony
Gionesi, Bobby Neelon, Nick Panzarella and
Kevin Rigopolous round out the other holdovers.

Closer by Committee:

With 2008 co-saves leader Rob DiFalco out for the
season with an injury, sophomore Jeff Guthridge
will get the first crack at the closer’s job. Dan
Robl, a junior right-hander, will be entrusted to
protect late leads as a set-up man though Coach
Anderson will look to see who has the hot hand.

Preseason Honors:

Junior third baseman Matt Prokopowicz garnered
a spot on Colonial Athletic Association’s third
team in 2008 and an honorable mention on the
preseason All-CAA team.

Named as one of the Top 50 Players-to-Watch in
2009 by the College Baseball Blog, Prokopowicz
led the Pride with .472 average and a .432 on-base
percentage in 2008. The left-handed power hitter
started all 55 games and was tops on the Pride in
home runs (8), RBIs (39), total bases (94) and
batting average (.312).
