orning session, to avoid studying
and preparing for tw

o exam
ination areas.Part B consists of tw

o
4-hour sessions on principles and practices of engineering in each of
four m

ajor engineering fields: chem
ical, civil, electrical and m

echani-
cal. The candidate m

ay answ
er problem

s from
 only one m

ajor field.
Econom

ics m
ay be included in any problem

 in any specialty area.

hile all parts are corrected by N

EES, Part A is currently m
achine-

scored. The only reference m
aterial perm

itted for Part A is supplied to
the candidate on the day of the exam

.Although Part B is still open
book, both the m

orning “breadth” exam
ination and the afternoon

“depth” exam
ination are m

ultiple choice and are m
achine scored.

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The “professional engineer,” as defined by recent changes in the N
ew

York State Education Law
, is a person w

ho is licensed to practice engi-
neering and defined as perform

ing professional services such as con-
sultation, investigation, evaluation, planning, design, or supervision
of construction or operation, in connection w

ith any utilities, struc-
tures, buildings, m

achines, equipm
ent, processes, w

orks, or projects,
w

herein the safeguarding of life, health and property is concerned or
involved, w

hen such service or w
ork requires the application of engi-

neering principles and data. To practice as a professional engineer,
N

ew
 York state, together w

ith all other states of the U
nion, requires

a license. It is unlaw
ful for any person to practice or to offer to prac-

tice the profession of engineering unless duly licensed. To becom
e 

duly licensed, a person is required to pass a tw
o-part series of profes-

sional engineering exam
inations in addition to satisfying engineering

education and experience requirem
ents. Passing of Part A qualifies a

person as an intern engineer.
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The Part A “Fundam

entals of Engineering” exam
ination m

ay be taken
after graduation from

 an approved engineering degree program
. The

Part B “Engineering Specialties” exam
ination m

ay be taken after an addi-
tional four years of acceptable engineering experience.

Part A m
ay also be taken if the applicant has com

pleted six years of
engineering education/experience. Tw

elve years of education/experi-
ence are required for Part B. The education/experience credit for each
part m

ay be satisfied w
ith various com

binations of education and
experience. Each calendar year com

pleted in an ABET or equivalent
engineering degree program

 is given tw
o years of education/experi-

ence credit to a m
axim

um
 of eight years, w

hereas each calendar year
com

pleted tow
ard a regionally accredited engineering degree or an

ABET or equivalent engineering technology degree is also given tw
o

years’ education/experience credit, but lim
