2012-2013 

 
The Dorothea Deitz Endowed Memorial Scholarship at Hofstra University was established in 2005 by the 

Dorothea Deitz Memorial Scholarship Fund Board of Directors to encourage young women in New York 

to pursue careers in the physical education teaching profession. 
 

The scholarship is awarded by the Hofstra University Office of Financial Aid, upon the recommendation 

of the Dorothea Deitz Scholarship Committee, to deserving full-time undergraduate, freshmen women. 
Those senior high school students who have been accepted to Hofstra University and meet the following 

requirements are eligible to apply:  

 

  Female New York State high school graduate. 

  Demonstrated financial need – must file FAFSA. 

  Minimum GPA of 3.0 or equivalent. 

  Evidence of character, physical education competence, participation in athletics, qualities of 

leadership and community service.  

 Enrollment in the Hofstra University Physical Education/Teacher Certification program. 

 

The scholarship is intended to fund a minimum award of $1,000 per recipient and is not renewable. For 

consideration, the applicant must already be accepted to Hofstra University and include the following 
items with the application:  

 

  Copy of your current high school transcript, 

  Three letters of recommendation from individuals familiar with applicant’s abilities. 

  FERPA Student Release (see below).  

 

A consent form, FERPA Student Release, must be submitted along with this application. 

The FERPA form can be obtained from the Student Administrative Complex in Memorial 

Hall or downloaded from Hofstra's Website at www.hofstra.edu/pdf/acadrec_FERPA.pdf.
