Comprehensive Program -  Fund for the Improvement of Postsecondary Education

The Comprehensive Program of the Fund for the Improvement of Postsecondary Education (FIPSE) provides grants to support innovative reform projects that promise to be models for the solution of problems in postsecondary education.  Traditionally, FIPSE Comprehensive Program awards have been made in areas including postsecondary education access, retention and completion; disseminating reforms; student preparation for college; improvement of campus environments; cost-effectiveness; curricula reform; and faculty development.  As of this writing, program guidelines for Fiscal Year 2002 have not yet been released, however, a representative of the U. S. Department of Education has advised our office that deadlines for the coming year are March 13 for preliminary proposals (aprox 5 pages) and May 24, for full proposals. The Program will fund collaborative efforts in the form of consortia consisting of at least two academic institutions from each country. The funding period will be for up to four years. The Program fosters student exchange within the context of multilateral curricular development.  Students benefit from having an added "North American" curriculum and cultural dimension to their studies through combination of trilateral curricular innovation and study abroad. · develop and test innovative techniques of teaching science and mathematics that are appropriate for all students, 

· increase the awareness and recognition of the needs and capabilities of students with disabilities, 

· promote the accessibility and appropriateness of instructional materials and learning technologies, and 

· increase the availability of mentoring resources.

Program efforts are focused on changing the factors of neglect, paucity, and lack of direction that historically have stifled the early interest in science and mathematics shown by students with disabilities and impede their advancement as they prepare themselves for careers in science, mathematics, engineering, and technology. To encourage institutions to connect, the National Science Foundation (NSF) and the National Library of Medicine (NLM) offer several competitive grant programs that will assist an institution with funding to reduce the cost of making a connection to The NYSERNet Network that in turn connects to the national next-generation Internet backbones: the vBNS+ and Abilene.
