There are more than 32 computer labs on campus exclusively for student use, including one which is open 24-hours a day, 7-days a week. Hofstra students also have access to more than 140 popular applications with free training and certification in various operating systems as well as business graphics and web development software. For the convenience of our residence students, we provide computer support and on-site service calls to desktop computers and carry in-service laptops. Hofstra is taking unprecedented measures to implement cutting-edge technology in the classroom.

Hagedorn Hall, the new home to the School of Education and Allied Human Services, will prepare the teachers of tomorrow, by utilizing the newest technology of today. This brand new facility provides flexible learning spaces, employing multimedia and computer technology, including smart boards, computer-driven instructor stations and wireless communications.
