
Know Your Rights On Campus
If approached by federal immigration agents or 
local law enforcement:

•Remain calm and direct all immigration inquiries 
to the Department of Public Safety 516-463-6789.

•Do not lie or provide false information.
•You have the right to remain silent; you do not 
have to answer questions about citizenship or 
immigration status.

•Do not confirm or deny the presence of others in 
our community.

•If asked if they can search you, you have the 
right to say no to searches of yourself and your 
belongings. Do not give consent to enter non-
public campus spaces or digital spaces.

•Do not physically interfere with agents or officers.
•You have the right to an attorney, if detained.  
Do not sign anything without speaking to an 
attorney. 
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
